In addition to many fine works of art and crafts, this year’s auction
will feature a wide range of gifts and services, such as a pizza party for 50 children, donated by
Bostonville Grill; an afternoon sail on the Snowcat, offered by Bart Snow; and pet services donated
by Personal Comfort Pet Care.

historic and sight-seeing tours, and accommodations at local bed-and-breakfast establishments.
